The Hull and East Yorkshire Branch of the Campaign for Real Ale (CAMRA)
2010 Real Ale and Cider Festival returns to its spi  ritual home at the City Hall,
Hull, after a short but sweet stay at the Horncastl e Building on the Hull
College Campus.

The return to the City Hall, Mortimer Suite, coincides with a record number of 80
real ales and ciders on offer. The festival kicks off on Thursday 9th September
with two sessions from 12 to 6pm (free entry)and 6pm to 11pm (individual £3 or 2
for £5 pay at the door). Friday 10th September we have two sessions which run
from 12 to 5pm (free entry) and 6pm to 11pm (TICKET ONLY). The final session
on Saturday 11th September runs from 12pm until either 11pm or sell out (free
entry).

This year some small but interesting changes have been made including ‘ticket
only’ entrance for Friday night and the provision of souvenir festival beer glasses
for those of you who want a small memento of the occasion.

Following the report in Pub Mirror 72,
Mandy Conman, the manager of the
Falcon (Falkland Road) has now
installed two rotating guest beers,
instead of the Tetley Bitter and John
Smiths cask.

The Minerva Hotel (Nelson Street) is
now selling Black Sheep Bitter, Tetley
Bitter and John Smiths cask. They are
also providing a rotating guest beer,
the first of which is Black Bird Bitter
from Bird Brain Brewery. Hopefully this
is the first of many and the Minerva will
be restored to its former glory.

Unfortunately, after initial good reports,
the availability of cask ale at the
Hastings (Spring Bank West) seems
be have become erratic. We can only
hope that the situation improves in the
future. On the same theme, there's still
no sign of cask ale in the Burlington
Tavern (Alfred Gelder Street). On my
last visit | was informed by Steve Elliot
that he was waiting for new pipework.

Fear not! There is good news. As well
as the current offering of six cask ales,
the manager of the Gardeners Arms
(Cottingham Road) tells me that they
are planning on two new handpumps
for two more ales.

John Gwynnell, the landlord of the
Priory Inn (Priory Road) is
currently offering two Marstons beers.

The Goodfellowship (Cottingham
Road), the Wheelhouse (Beverley
Road) and the Rising Sun (Beverley
Road) are all selling two cask ales.

There is also good news for those who
live to the east of the river. The Flower
Pot (Staveley Road) is now selling two

cask ales - currently Mansfield Bitter
and Marstons Pedigree. The new
landlord, Darren Lacken (who moved
from the Green Dragon ,Holme on
Spalding Moor, in February) and his
partner, Robyn Chapman, are trying to
create a family-friendly local. Children
are admitted until the evening - 7.30 or
8.30, depending on the day.

Alwyn Robinson,the new manager of
the Four in Hand (Holderness Road )
has installed two new banks of three
handpumps. He is committed to real
ale, currently serving Black Sheep
Bitter and is trying to persuade the
company to allow a decent selection of
cask ales. He also hopes to stage a
mini beer festival later in the year.

The Lamp (Norfolk Street) continues
to sell one real ale, usually from
Yorkshire micro breweries.

Brewing has recommenced at the
Whalebone (Wincolmlee), courtesy of
the owner and the head barman of
Walters . The first two brews produced
were the Mild and the Neckoil Bitter.

Ye Olde White Harte in Silver
Street/Bowalley Lane has just
introduced a further two handpumps
which makes a total of seven real ales
available including a regularly
changing guest ale. Kerry and Mike
have installed new remote coolers,
thus making sure your beer is at the
correct temperature.

The Green Bricks (Hull Marina) now
have 3 real ales including 2 regulars
Tetley Cask and Daleside Blonde.

So on a recent sunny
Saturday armed with the EYMS 76/77
timetable we traveled route 76 in
search of real ale.

We began by travelling to Withernsea
to travel back in stages. At Withernsea
iiself we found Tetley Cask at Remars
Bar, but sadly real ale did not seem to
be available anywhere else.

The next leg of the journey took us to
the Plough Inn at Hollym.

A short stroll down Northside Road
takes you to Hull & East Yorkshire
CAMRA 2008 and 2009 Village Pub of
the Year. Here Sue and Steve serve at
least 3 regularly changing guest beers
as well as Tetley Cask, but on the day
we visited they had 6 real ales
available. After a pleasant hour
sampling their wares we journeyed on
to Patrington.

On the day two pubs in the village
were selling real ale. The Holderness
is not directly visible from the bus, it is
in the High Street, which forms a'Y
junction with the main road. Dave had
4 real ales on, Sharps Doom Bat,
Marstons Pedigree, Golden Dragon
Golden Pippin and Tetley Cask.
Walking down the main road through
the village brings you to The Railway,
where again Tetley Cask was the beer

on offer.

After leaving The Railway you can
either use the bus (it's two stops on) or
walk out of the village towards Hull
and on the right hand side of the road
you will find The Station . The Station
was serving Old Faithful, Tetley Cask
and Sharps Doom Batr.

Our next bus journey was to Ryehill
and the Crooked Billet.

A wide variety of ales from the
Marstons stable with EPA and
Jennings Honey Bole providing the
seasonal changes. A warm and
friendly welcome and a chance to chat
to another couple doing a similar trip to
us made it more then a welcoming
stop. Back to the bus and to Hedon.
The Station , which has just reopened
following a major refurbishment, had
only Tetley Cask available, Carl
advised us that further real ale pumps
were going in very shortly. The
Shakespeare Inn now run by former
rugby player Phil Lowe, had available
Kelham Island Pale Rider, Tetley Cask
and Marston Pedigree. Our final stop
was at The Haven Arms which can be
reached by a number of footpaths that
criss cross Hedon. Just ask a friendly
local and you will soon find it, we did.
There were 2 regular ales and 8
changing guest beers.

Then the 76 back home.



What is Real Ale?

Real Ale is a living beer. It continues to
ferment and develop its full flavour in the
cask.

Real Ale is brewed from traditional
ingredients, malt, hops, water and yeast
matured by secondary fermentation in the
container from which it is dispensed, and
served without the extraneous use of
carbon dioxide or nitrogen via hand pumps.

Real Ale is also called cask beer or cask

What are ‘Smooth’ beers?

Smooth beers are brewed in much the
same way as real ale but eventually the
natural yeast is killed and processed to
give longer shelf life. The dead beer is
then resurrected by means of chemicals
and served chilled through electric fonts.
Smooth beer sales are also known as
nitro-keg beer.

Boondoggle Barbeque Baste by Angela Cawte

The back label of Ringwood's
Boondoggle summer ale has inspired
me this quarter. Ringwoods tell us
that in the New Forest carefree lazy
days of summer are ‘boondoggle’
days, ideal weather to enjoy the great
outdoors, real ale and barbeques. |
have therefore devised this marinade
for you to try.

INGREDIENTS

1 Bottle 500ML of a golden ale of
your choice (sweet ciders could
also be used)

2 thsps runny honey

2 thsp peanut butter (either smooth
"#$"%E&S$' #SP" V&S (#*+, #!-#$1%"./
add more texture)

2 tbsp tomato ketchup

1 clove of garlic finely chopped

1 tbsp Dijon mustard

1 tbsp of a light flavoured oil, such
as rapeseed

Pinch of cayenne pepper

To make the marinade:

Begin on a low heat to reduce the beer
to 200ml, reducing the heat after it has
reached boiling point to a gentle
simmer. It should take around half an
hour to reduce please be patient.
Allow the beer to cool for a further 30
minutes.

Add and blend all the other ingredients
with the cooled reduced beer.

(I use an old ketchup bottle to mix the
ingredients, this is additionally useful
when basting the meat).

You now have a marinade sufficient for
4 pieces of meat, it suits chicken
portions of all kinds, steak or pork
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chops or shell free prawns. This
would be suitable used as a baste for
vegetable kebabs or halloumi cheese.

I recommend that you marinade the
meat you choose for a least 2 hours,
but preferably overnight in the fridge.

Please also feel free to increase or
decease the quantities of ingredients
other than the beer base to suit. For
example adding chilli flakes for extra
heat. This can be used for those with
a nut allergy by excluding the peanut
butter.

Cook the meat as you wish, using
remaining marinade to baste whilst
cooking and preferably enjoying a real
ale, anytime you feel its a boondoggle

Beer advertising has done much to
enrich the English language.

The phrase began tg
be used to mean someone was
missing when RAF pilots adopted it as
a euphemism for ‘killed in action’
during World War Two.

The phrase ‘mind your Ps and Qs’,
meaning to be on your best behavior
means ‘mind your pints and quarts’.
One school of thought is that it was a
warning to tavern keepers to ensure
they sold accurate measures, but it
more than likely means watch how
much you drink’.
