June - For our second survey trip of 2011 we
set off from Ferensway on a sunny Saturday
evening. After picking up two members in
Beverley, we headed for the seaside —
Bridlington to be precise (but lets face it, these
reports get less and less precise as the evening
draws on). This year there are five nominees in
Bridlington so the route was simple.

The first call was to the Old Ship Inn , run by
lan Green. It is a sprawling pub, serving

regulars and tourists alike. On offer this evening

was John Smith’s Cask and Morland’s Old
Speckled Hen. Down the Road is the newly
refurbished Telegraph run by Helen and Rob,
who served us Cameron’s Strong Arm, Wold
Top Wolds Way and Wold Gold.

We carried on into the centre of Bridlington to
the Wetherspoons pub the Prior John , serving
a fine range of beers. Next we travelled onto
the seafront to the Marine Bar , where we were
serenaded by the singer as we tried the Wold
Top Mars Magic, Timothy Taylor’s Landlord,
Wold Top Bitter and John Smith’s Cask.

The final official destination for this trip was the
Ship Inn situated in nearby Sewerby. This
traditional pub is run by Louise and Charlie
Kingburn who served us with some very nice
sandwiches and sausage rolls as we sampled
the Banks Bitter, Jennings Cumberland Ale and
Tizzie Lizzie.

As a final treat for the evening, we headed back
towards Hull in plenty of time to stop off at the
New Inn in Leven (below).

Just by coincidence they were holding their first
Beer Festival selling 25 real ales. The festival
appeared to be going well, so there was
nothing we could do except join in and try to
help them sell out.

August - At least the weather smiled on us for
our August survey trip, after a period of
unsettled weather. We were due to take the
roadshow to Driffield to survey the five
nominated pubs. However, because of the
good public transport links to Driffield, it was felt
that a survey trip should be made to
somewhere a bit more awkward to visit.

Consequently, sixteen intrepid CAMRA
members set out for the wilds of North
Newbald, where we dropped in at the two
hostelries then both run by Steve and Sonia
Suggers. One is the Gnu (below) which was
serving Old Rosie cider on hand pump,
together with Wells Bombardier and Black
Sheep Bitter.

This is a traditional, family friendly
establishment, serving hot food to locals and
visitors alike. The other pub is the Tiger, just
across the street — another traditional pub
serving York Brewery Terrier, Taylor’s Bitter
and Black Sheep Bitter, however no food was
available here at the time of our visit.

South to North Newbald, where our first call
was to the Black Swan . This is a sprawling pub
which was serving Adnams Broadside on the
evening we visited. We continued on to the
other side of the village to receive a warm

welcome from Glen and Tracy Marrick in the
White Hart. This cosy free house was serving
Wold Top Angler's Reward, Titanic Anchor
Bitter and Copper Dragon IPA.

Onward to the south again, we trekked to
South Cave. The Fox and Coney is a busy pub
where we were served Osset Silver King,
Deuchars IPA and Black Sheep Bitter. The
other pub we visited was the Bear, which
seemed fairly quiet, except for some loud rock
music in the back room. The ales on offer here
were Sharp's Doom Bar, John Smith’s Cask
and Osset Silver King. Unfortunately for us the
owner of the two establishments seemed to
have withdrawn the CAMRA discount, because
it appeared to be to popular.

As a bonus, we decided to visit Melton where,
apart from visiting the Green Dragon again
(serving Jennings Cumberland Ale, Marston’s
Longhop and Marston’s Pedigree), we could
drop into the Melton Memorial Club. This
friendly watering hole sells Black Sheep Bitter,
but the real reason for our visit was their
upcoming Beer Festival, and we wished to
show our support for their endeavours.

September - Second Saturday in September
and the weather was turning mean. It was a
cold, miserable evening as we headed up to
the Chestnut Horse in Great Kelk — a friendly
traditional village pub selling Wold Top Bitter,
Northumberland Goldrush and Wylam
Collingwood Ale

It had started to drizzle as we headed for the
Board Inn at Skipsea (below left). A friendly
welcome saw us served with Ringwood Old
Scrumper and Marstons IPA.

The rain had started to pour down before we
left and swam towards a friendly welcome from
Brian Thompson in the Black Horse in Atwick.
The ales on offer were Green King IPA and
John Smiths Cask.

Luckily the rain had eased off when we left to
make our soggy way to Hornsea. Our first stop
was the Victoria which is also run by Brian. On
offer was Batemans England Expects,
Marstons EPA

and Wyre Piddle.

We then took ourselves next door (or almost) to
the Rose and Crown. This traditional pub was
offering Banks Mild and Wytchwood Hobgoblin.
Thankfully the rain had cleared up when we
made our way to the final stop of the night.

This was the delightful old country pub in Old
Ellerby — the Blue Bell (below).

This warm , cosy pub is run by Dave and
Shirley Diamond and is popular with “locals”
from far and near. As well as the regular Tetley
Bitter, Great Newsome Wheatear and Stag
Bitter.

Thanks to all who attended these trips, | look
forward to seeing you a hopefully a few more
on our future trips next year.

Road. On offer was Wychwood Hobgoblin
which everyone agreed was good, and
Marston’s Pedigree Bitter. We then walked
around the corner to Staveley Road to try the
fare in the Flowerpot . However, we found that
the pub was unexpectedly closed, which we
later discovered was due to the licensee
departing very suddenly.

Undaunted, we caught the No 43 to the Crown
Hotel on the corner of Marfleet lane and
Preston Road. Unfortunately, we arrived just as
the Jennings Cockerhoop went off, leaving just
the Mansfield Cask Bitter to delight our palettes
— unfortunately it was not to everyone's taste.

Our next objective was to be the Ravenser on
Southcoates Lane. Again the well-laid plans
went awry and only three of us made it to
sample the very acceptable Tetley Mild and
Bitter.

Because of misunderstood directions the rest of
the party walked all the way down Marfleet Lane
and Maybury Road before turning left on
Holderness Road to our final destination at the
Mill. We met up with them there and sampled
the Tetley Bitter, Well's Bombardier and Black
Sheep Bitter.

The third social crawl of this year to West Hull,
saw some of the best weather of 2011. We met
up in the Hop Pole on Kingston Road, Willerby.
On offer was Tetley Bitter and Marston’s EPA
which was very refreshing. After a slow amble
back down the road, we reached Springhead
Golf Club , where we always receive a warm
welcome. In this instance, however, this
welcome was marred as we arrived to find Tony
Garrett, who had sneakily passed us on his
bike, enjoying the last pint of Hancock's Bitter,

leaving us with just the John Smith's Cask to
sample. We did have the last laugh when the
steward arrived to change the barrel, enabling
us to try a very good Robin Hood Bitter.

A short stroll took us to the Highway on
Willerby Road, which to our profound dismay
had sold out of cask ale earlier in the evening.
Undeterred, we made our way to the Manor
Farm to try the Copper Dragon Best Bitter and
the last of the Golden Pippin.

Next we trekked over to Wold Road and the
Oddbottle for a pint of Marston’s EPA, while
John Heckford and Neil Birch were entranced
by the vocal delights of a young lady from
Thailand. After tearing them away from this, we
made our way to the Priory Inn , on the corner
of Priory Road and County Road. The beers on
offer at this, our last call of the evening, were
Ringwood's Filly Drop and Marston’s Pedigree.

The last crawl of the year had to be cancelled,
but the North West Hull crawl will be scheduled
as the first for 2012, and with any luck the Polar
Bear will have re-opened.

Ivor, the Bridlington Pub
Liaison Officer, was waiting for us in the bar and
Dave and Baz from Bridlington arrived later. We
had now reached the heady heights of 9
members on the trip. It was then across the
railway to the TELEGRAPH (below).

This pub had been left empty and in a poor
state for a number of years, but the present
landlord has refurbished it to a high standard,
keeping the character of a drinking bar. For our
trip, they were serving York Brewery Terrier,
Wold Top Golden Summer and Wold Top
Voluptuous Vicky.

Next stop just up the road is the OLD SHIP INN,
where we found Taylor Landlord, Old Speckled
Hen and John Smiths. The Old Ship. has a
traditional feel about it. Black Sheep came on
just as we were leaving for the BULL AND SUN
around the corner. Here we found John Smiths,
Abbot Ale and Timothy Taylor’s Landlord. A
pleasant drinker’s pub with some interesting
internal features here including carvings on the
bar and a “Bull and Sun” window.

We turned back on ourselves here to visit the
BLACK LION . The Black Lion was serving
Palmers’ Dorset Gold, which is not often seen in
this area: A pub with traditional features and
various rooms to escape to whilst supping your

beer. Nearby is the PACK HORSE (below)
noticeable for the ancient stocks outside.

This Marstons pub had only recently been taken
over by a new licensee who appears very keen
on keeping the real ale flowing. They only had
Hobgoblin in when we arrived, but we were told
that the selection was expected to increase.

We had planned to cross the road to the NAG'S
HEAD, but people needed to head home and
so we did not visit. Those returning by bus
made a return visit to the Telegraph and then
made our way back to catch the 121 bus home,
but not before noticing that the BRUNSWICK
was selling Wold Top beers. With more time
and/or use of the town busses, we would have
liked to have visited the PRIOR JOHN
(Wetherspoons) and the MARINE BAR, a
seaside bar selling well kept local beers.
However they were too distant from the other
pubs we were visiting. For those exploring the
local pubs in good weather, the SHIP in
Sewerby also makes a lovely and relatively
short cliff-top walk from the Marine Bar.

Thanks to Stewart, Kim, Mike, Ivor, Peter, CIiff,
Dave and Baz for joining me on this thoroughly
enjoyable trip to pubs that in the main | had not
previously visited.

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( KRAKOW OR NEVER by Kev the Plumber )

Alighting from the airport transfer bus | am
plunged into a monochromatic world resembling
a Frank Miller graphic novel. Shards of rain
slashed the air before shattering on the ground
around me, dark shuffling hunched figures
funnelled me down a staircase toward a chasm
below, sorry enough stereotyping, Krakow bus
station is a bit dingy a La Paragon station in the
80's but with less shuffling people.

Leaving the station and taking the subway under
the railway platforms which is lined with kiosks
selling everything from bagels to second hand
books you exit into a huge shopping mall.
Leaving the mall you finally get to see Krakow's
old town, encircled by parkland the compact
centre and grid pattern streets allow easy
navigation.

While we were staying in the Kazimierz district
we thought a quick visit to a few bars was in
order. Our first experience of Polish beer came
at the appropriately named House of Beer on
Tomasz, selling 8 draught beers and boasting
150 bottled beers | ordered a wheat beer with a
name which looked like a welsh countdown
conundrum while my partner went for the
Dragon Smock. The price came to 17 zlotys (I
got 4.8 zlotys to the pound), both beers were
very flavoursome and not what we expected
having been reared on Zywiec and Tyskie.
Moving onto Marka we sought out Non Iron, a
locals bar selling cheap Polish Microbrews and
Czech lagers, a bit dingy but all the more
atmospheric for it. Catching the tram to
Kazimierz which is the old Jewish district now a
trendy arty area, we make our way to the hotel.

The evening was taken up by exploring the
region around our hotel. Firstly our mission was
to find Warszauera. The streets seem to be only
one word, and the a bar called The Beer Gallery
which by the name alone sounded promising.
Antique furniture and smart decor allow you to
enjoy a choice of over 100 bottled beers in a
friendly comfortable ambience.

After Estery Alchemia which is renowned in
Krakow for its eclectic decor of mismatched
furniture, numerous rooms and cellars and
embracing the bizarre, the surroundings more
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than make up for the one beer on tap, namely
Zyweic.

Further down Estery is Singers bar, no not a
karaoke joint but another candlelit atmospheric
bar whose tables are reclaimed singer sewing
machines, with cracked mirrors on the walls and
years of melted wax cascading from the
candles lighting the bar makes it one of the best
in Krakow.

Smocza Jama ( Dragons Cave ) located on
Miodowa should be avoided except it features
beer from the Fortuna brewery so has a good
selection of draught beers and a large
catalogue of bottled beers, if you can put up
with tasteless decor and dire background music
which you would expect to hear on magic fm in
the early hours of the morning its worth a quick
visit, longer with ear plugs. The night ended with
a Polish delicacy namely a zapiekanka which is
a toasted baguette with cheese and ham.

On a visit to Krakow it is essential to take a trip
to the small town of Oswiecim. The site of the
Auschwitz Birkenau Museum, a £4 ticket gets
you something 3 million people unfortunately
couldn't get - a return bus ticket. It is impossible
to describe the vastness of the camp and the
guides description of the horrors committed
there. Everyone should visit so we can all see
what rascism and intolerance can lead to.
Man’s inhumanity to his fellow human beings
knows no bounds.

Back to Krakow, cellar bars are ten a penny,(or
should that be ten a groszy), all with their own
idiosyncrasies, music from jazz, blues to more
contemporary music, art and philosophy
Krakow has a dingy cellar for you. If you're not
enamoured with Polish lagers there is also the
myriad of flavoured vodkas.

All'in all for a cheap short break with good beer
and also an amazing array of distractions from
bars and beer, without going all Judith
Chalmers, basilicas, castles, the Soviet new
town of Nowa Huta with its Parisian boulevards
to the Tatra mountains to the south, a week in
Krakow is not enough.

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The Eagle in Skerne (near Driffield) closed in
early 2004, when its licensee of 36 years, Roy
Edmund, retired through ill-health.

It was purchased in October 2004 by Mr Angus
Naylor, a local resident and Driffield-based
builder (W E Naylor & Son).

The pub was given Grade Il Listed Building
status by English Heritage in November 2005.
This followed a successful application from
CAMRA.

We believed that to increase the pub’s
commercial viability, it would probably require
some modest alteration to the original pub (for
example the addition at the rear of modern toilet
facilities). However, we wanted to see any
additions or alterations done with proper respect
for the pub’s historical merits.

We also believed that because of the large
amount of land surrounding the pub, the site
could be developed to include other facilities.
Therefore when Mr Naylor submitted a planning
application in early November 2005, we
supported the addition of new toilets, we
supported the addition of a separate B&B block
to the rear, and we supported the addition of
a restaurant to the RH side of the pub.

The only thing that we objected to was the loss

of the original layout of the rooms — the very
reason why, as a pub, it is historically important,
and why it was listed by English Heritage. A fairly
small amendment to his plans (a sketch was
provided) and everyone would have been happy,
and the pub, restaurant and B&B
accommodation, could now be important
amenities for the locals and visitors from near
and far to utilise and enjoy.

Instead of making the amendments to the plans,
Mr Naylor withdrew his application, and for over
five years has never submitted revised plans.
This has resulted in the pub never reopening,
and the building allowed to deteriorate.

However, in June 2011 new applications were
submitted, but disappointingly, they were for
permission for change of use, to convert the pub
into a private dwelling.

And in September 2011 the council’s planning
committee granted permission for the
conversion. One of the planning committee
commented on CAMRA'’S objection by saying
that the building was now in such a state that it
was beyond renovation. However, the drawings
supplied by the owner clearly showed renovation.

So, it now looks certain that the village will lose
its last remaining social amenity, as there is no
shop or post office. And the nation will lose part
of its pub heritage.
